Stop your newspaper from being
delivered and turn off your phone ringers. Also, don’t forget to have someone mow your lawn or remove the
snow from your driveway and sidewalks.

Other tips that could be helpful are to make certain you lock and secure all of your windows, doors, and garage.
If it is possible place your important or expensive valuables such as cash, jewelry, or coins in a safe deposit box.
